4) the disclosure is done as part of a purchase, transfer or sale of services or
assets (e.g., in the event that substantially all of the assets of an applicable
Lycoming Engines business are acquired by another party).

We may also gather aggregated data about you and disclose such aggregated (but
not personally identifiable) information to third parties for analysis or other
purposes.
